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wholesale prices, proved to be another cost-
cutting decision that allowed me to stay within 
my budget.  

The bridal party carried rose bouquets and I 
enlisted the help of Melissa Broadwell, owner 
of Vintage Flowers, who designed 6 
bouquets and 14 corsages for less than $200.  
 
The centerpieces (14) for the reception 
consisted of a variety of antique hydrangeas 
displayed in 6” square 
vases lined with fresh 
cut limes. Although it  
was labor intensive,  
they turned out  
beautifully and each  
centerpiece cost 
just under $25  
(including the cost of 
the limes, flower tape, 
aqua foam and $5 vase 
rental fee from FABU). 
    
The total cost for all the flowers was under 
$800 and the bride was thrilled that I came in 
$200+ under budget. I spent another $680 on 
ceremony & reception décor, bringing my total 
expenditures for flowers and decorations 
below $1,500.

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Typically, a 150-guest wedding at a 
mansion with a 1950’s classic getaway 
car is not synonymous with the word 
“budget”, but one bride’s May, outdoor 
wedding was a perfect example of 
being able to pull off an elegant affair 
without compromising quality or 
breaking the bank.  

Like any bride, my client had a few 
“must-have’s” that cut into the limited 
budget, but there were compromises 
on lesser important details I like to call 
the “can-live-with-out’s” that helped to 
free up funds for the necessities.  

I was hired to coordinate the ceremony 
and reception décor, (including flowers 
& centerpieces) and was given a 
budget of $1,000 for flowers alone. 
Due to my limited budget, I decided 
that outsourcing all of the work was 
not an option, so I had to get creative 
(and get my hands a little dirty). 
 
Selecting Two Rivers Mansion as the 
wedding location helped to reduce the 
ceremony décor costs, as the mansion 
already provided a beautiful canvas to 
work with. Some tulle along the white 
chairs and greenery at the foot of the 
steps was all that was needed to 
enhance the ceremony site (see 
photo).
